Restitution is ordered to be directed to the addresses provided to the Clerk of the Court by the probation officer.
Disbursement of restitution payments shall be made on a pro rata basis to the victims. Any disbursements returned to
the Clerk of Court as unclaimed or undeliverable shall be deposited into the Court’s registry and disbursed to the
remaining victims on a pro rata basis.

The defendant shall not incur new credit charges, open additional lines of credit, or obtain or enter into any finan_cing;;1
agreement or arrangement without the approval of the probation officer, unless the defendant is in compliance with the
periodic payment obligations imposed pursuant to the Court’s judgment and sentence.

As directed by the probation officer, the defendant shall apply any monies received from income tax refunds, lottery
winnings, inheritances, #Jdgments, and any anticipated or unexpected financial gains to the outstanding court ordered
financial obligation in this case.

The defendant
shall maintain business records for any approved business activity and shall provide all requested documentation
